Executive Summary.
The Waterwise Program continues to be very well received and highly appreciated by teachers throughout the three Council areas. 100% of teachers who responded to our feedback request said that the program was effective in improving their students’ understanding of water conservation issues, with 85% rating it “Very Effective” (the highest rating possible). 26 out of the 28 teachers said they would be following up on the Waterwise lesson in their classroom in a variety of ways ranging from preparing slide shows to researching waterways friendly cleaning products to creating art works.

Comments

Year 6 water audit. Tracing of water use at school through meter readings.

The class were involved in handwatering etc to conserve water with classroom gardens. They were much more aware of how to save water.
Reminders of water usage and checking on children's use. Making of posters, slide show presentation.

By following suggested activities

Include it in future subjects.

Reminders about being a 'waterwise' person
 Ryan's lesson was very engaging and the students were all very keen to do what they can to save water

We will be looking at some sustainable behaviours and recycling of manufactured products in science this term.

We have already made posters to display around the school to encourage others to be waterwise and it is regularly visited when students bring in new bottles or containers instead of plastic bags.

We intend to follow up with some slide show summaries of what the kids learnt - they will share these with their 'buddies' during reading time. It will also change the way I teach 'water' in other units - better resources to draw from and now a good foundation on which to continue teaching and learning.

Links to some areas of current learning

Continued environmental focus

Water flow around the school when it flooded.

We did a clean up lesson around the frog pond.

When teaching opportunities arise in our programs these issues are always addressed

Followed up with further learning as this was part of a unit of work. The new learning they got from the presentation was evident in their "What We Know Now".

 We've been recording the schools water use. We're also going to do a stop motion water education activity next term.

We intend to have a follow up on our Waterwise lesson next term but we often have discussions around the subject of water conversation.

 We summarised what the students learnt and the students wrote about it. We are applying for a water tank grant so this will also link into this learning and further discussion.

We are currently learning about ecologically sustainable living, and we have tied in the Waterwise activities and messages throughout the unit.

Reading book, Games on website

The students are looking at what their families use at home that could end up in the waterways. Students are suggesting chemical free products to their families.

Creating Waterwise posters for the school.

My class will be conducting the water audit and putting together the presentation for the assembly.

I have set a homework task to have the children tell their families about the water-wise talk and have a dinner discussion about how the family can be responsible.
